Dear Friends, 
 òOur objectives are . . .within reach.ó 
  
Who wrote that? Re-reading the lines I wrote for our Raising the Roof capital 
stewardship campaign four years ago, I see myself full of exuberance, yet not 
fully aware of the great sacrifices of time, talent and treasure it would take to 
complete our building at Holy Cross. The scope of the work exceeded our sav-
ings.  Yet, I have no regrets about what we have yet to accomplish, nor should 
you. Weõve made wise investments in the ministry of our church.  During that 
campaign we grew our Faith and we laid the foundation, quite literally, for eve-
rything else that might be built on this property.    
  
Looking forward to our Growing Inside Out capital stewardship campaign, I 
sense we have grown into a wiser, more knowing congregation.  We know what 
God can accomplish here.  Leaders are among us now, who were quiet worship-
pers before.  There is far more known than unknown about the building plans, about 
the city of Redmond, and about Builders.

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How We Got Here  
Our History  

The Beginning  
Mid -1950s: At St. Thomas in Medina, Fr. Ken Allen conducted a once-a-week class on the Old 

Testament to 12 women parishioners, who soon became a close community. Several of 
them were from Redmond, and after meeting for a year or so, it occurred to them that 
they could have a similar experience with their friends and neighbors in Redmond.  

Fall 1960: With several of the St. Thomas parishioners as the nucleus, 12 women started to meet 
for Bible study. Soon the women involved their families in the fellowship, and they 
thought they had the basis for a mission church, which they called St. Timothy. The 
Bishop at first refused their request for mission status because they had no sponsoring 
parish. After some help from Fr. Allen and a successful Lenten Series, the Bishop 
agreed to allow St. Timothy to become a mission.  

September 9, 1962: St. Timothyõs first services were held in the Chapel at Greenõs Funeral Home in Redmond. 

Early 1960s: A group of Episcopalians in the town of Juanita began meeting in neighborhood homes 
to discuss formation of a church. After several years of working and planning, they be-
came St. Gregory, a mission church of St. John, Kirkland.  

September 1965: St. Gregory began worshiping in the Juanita Community Hall. 

The diocese created the Lake Washington Parish which included St. John, Kirkland 
and the missions of St. Timothy, Redmond and St. Gregory, Juanita. St. John provided 
the support functions for the two missions and each had a representative on St. Johnõs 
vestry. St. John and the Diocese provided clergy for the mission churches.  

1972: Lake Washington Parish was dissolved and both missions reported directly to the Diocese. 
 

Formation of Holy Cross  

July 1974: The Diocese decided to merge the St. 
Timothy and St. Gregory missions. The 
combined congregations decided to call the 
new mission The Church of the Holy 
Cross. By this time the mission had perma-
nent clergy, and the community met for 
worship every Sunday in Greenõs Chapel.  

April 23, 1981: Ground was broken on the present site 
in Redmond, and construction of Holy 
Cross began. 

November 1981: Construction of the present church was completed. The first service was held on 
Thanksgiving Day.  

Each Sunday, temporary partitions divided the Fellowship Hall into rooms for Sunday 
School, but the space soon became too crowded. A temporary trailer handled the over-
load until it, too, became inadequate and the decision was made to build an Education 
Building. It was built using parish labor under the direction of a parishioner in the con-
struction business.

For more than 30 years, Holy Cross has provided a wonderful, grace-filled place for Christian worship, 

fellowship, spiritual growth, outreach, and service to others.  Over the years, we have expanded and en-
hanced our facilities to serve our community and carry out our mission as Godõs people. 

 
A majority of our congregation believe that the main mission of Holy Cross is to ògrow the church.ó  Fur-

ther, most in our church family see Holy Cross becoming a gathering place for the surrounding neighbor-
hood, and affirm that we need more space in our sanctuary, additional room for church activities, new kitchen 
and restroom facilities, and a church entrance that is more visible and welcoming. 

 
Three years ago we had a very successful capital campaign ð Raising the Roof ð which allowed us to ac-

complish a significant amount of work on our current facilities project.  Specifically we gained: 
  

¶ Improved and expanded parking 
¶ A huge underground water retention vault sufficient to support not only this expansion, but 

future expansions 
¶ Underground infrastructure for this and future expansions 
¶ Completed designs and drawings for the entire expansion 
¶ All of the site work and groundwork for this and future expansions of Holy Cross! 

  
Due to a variety of circumstances, the amount of work required to realize the original project increased.  

Thus, we were not able to complete the whole project in one phase. 
  

In order to continue our vision for mission as a church, our Growing Inside Out  campaign seeks to raise 
funds to finish our building project in service to the following areas of ministry:

List the many blessings God has given you. 
Include the items and amount you (or your family) spend money on each month.  Also, list your 

possessions and assets plus any large expenditures planned for the near future.  This list is for your 
eyes only, but it is the beginning of realizing the fullness of Godõs blessings to you. 

 

Lift the list up to God, literally offering it to Him in prayer. 
Acknowledge that God is the Source of it all.  Ask God to give you the faith to honor Him with 

all that you have--your time, your talents, and your financial resource. 
 

Listen for Godõs will. 

Pray daily and listen daily for Godõs guiding.  Learn what God would have you share.  Be open to 
the leading of the Holy Spirit. 

 

Commit. 
As God guides you, offer your joyful commitments to His work through the ministries of Holy 

Cross.  Each member will be invited to make a one-year financial pledge to our annual ministry 
budget, and a three-year financial pledge--above and beyond our regular giving--to our Growing 
Inside Out Campaign. 

 

Celebrate the fact that God has chosen to do a great thing through you. 

Celebrate the opportunity to serve God with that which He has first given you.  Thank God for 
the blessings of the past, and the miracles still in store for you.

Godõs Call to Action 
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Sacrificial Giving  
God is pleased with our sacrifices. 

When David wanted to buy Araunahõs land to build an altar, Araunah generously offered it as a gift.  But 
David refused, saying, òI will not sacrifice a burnt offering that costs me nothing.ó  (2 Samuel 24:24).  David 
wanted to offer a sacrifice to God.  The word òsacrificeó implies giving that costs the giver something.  To 
give sacrificially requires more than a token effort or gift.  God wants us to give voluntarily, but He wants it 
to mean something. 

 

God is pleased with a sacrificial attitude that puts everything we have at His disposal. 

Should we sell everything we own and give it to the church?  No.  We should, however, be willing to give 
up anything God asks us to.  This kind of attitude allows nothing to come between us and God, and keeps us 
from using our God-given wealth selfishly. 

 

God gives us gifts so we can build up His church. 

To use them effectively, we must: 

¶ realize that all gifts and abilities come from God; 

¶ understand the ways in which God has blessed us uniquely; 

¶ dedicate our gifts to 
Godõs service and not to 
our personal success; 

¶ be willing to commit our 
gifts wholeheartedly, not 
holding anything back 
from God. 

 

God wants us involved in  

Kingdom work. 

We have been given excellent 
resources to build and expand 
Godõs kingdom.  He expects us to 
use what He has given us so that 
these blessings multiply and the 
Kingdom grows.  God asks each 
of us to account for what we do 
with His gifts.  While awaiting 
the coming of the Kingdom of 
God in glory, we must do His 
work here on earth. 

 

God was willing to sacrifice. 

Jesus went to the cross for our salvation.  In what ways do we mirror that model of Christõs sacrifice in 
the way that we serve others and give of our gifts for those who donõt yet know Christ in their lives?

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Creative Gift Planning 
Many of us are experienced at giving or tithing (giving 10% of our income) to the mission and ministry of 

Holy Cross.  Most of us may think about giving in terms of our checkbook or pocketbook.  Many of our gifts 
for both the annual operations of the church and the capital campaign will come from our checkbooks or 
pocketbooks. 

The fact is that often gifts for capital campaigns are contributed in ways other than cash and check.  Letõs 
think outside the conventional box and be creative in our giving.  What additional opportunities are there for 
making gifts over the next three years? 
 

Appreciated Assets as Gifts  
How about contributing appreciated assets:  property, stocks, mutual funds, or other investments?  Many 
members may have highly appreciated property (a vacation cabin or lot, a duplex, a second home, or rental 
property) that they are afraid to sell because of the capital gains taxes.  Have you ever considered contribut-
ing such property to our church?  These can make excellent gifts to Holy Crossõs capital campaign.  Your 
benefits for giving appreciated assets: 

1) Receive joyful satisfaction about making a significant gift to the ministry of our church; 
2) Use a recognized planning tool to avoid paying taxes on the gain you have built up over the years; and, 
3) Realize a charitable gift deduction for the full amount of your gift. 
 

Contributions directly from an IRA  
Tax law allows direct contributions from an IRA to a charitable organization for IRA owners who are re-
quired to take a Required Minimum Distribution, that is, IRA owners who have attained the age of 70.5 
years.  The contribution must be made directly to Holy Cross from your IRA and may be applied toward 
your RMD.  This is currently available through 2007 under current law. 
 

Personal Property 
Gifts to the church can include personal property.  Do you have a good car, an RV, or a boat that you would 
be willing to contribute to the Lordõs work at Holy Cross?  These too, can be contributed.  It is important, 
however, that these personal properties have value, and that people not contribute things they would other-
wise discard.  Valuable personal property makes a wonderful gift. 
 

Lifestyle Giving  
Another way to generate gifts for our campaign is to consider lifestyle adjustments.  Going camping with the 
family in place of a more expensive vacation, postponing the purchase of an automobile or remodeling of a 
home, are all ways to òfind moneyó in order to make a generous gift.  We are reminded that our forebears of-
ten took second mortgages on their homes in order to build their churches. 
 

Shared Benefit Gifts  
There are also several ways in which the financial benefits of a gift can be shared between the donor and the 
church.  These include charitable remainder trusts, gift annuities, and life estate agreements.  It is recom-
mended that you contact your financial advisor if you are considering a gift of this nature.
