Patterson Park, Redmond
2004 to 2009

Located on the former Coast Guard property on Avondale Road
at NE 95th Street, an 11-acre site was purchased by the City of
Redmond through the McKinney Act. One portion was designated
to the nonprofit Springboard Alliance for rehabilitation of 18
existing units to be used as transitional housing for homeless
and at-risk families. Another portion was designated for market-
rate town homes for sale to the public. The City of Redmond has
also built a community park on the site.

A broad and creative community partnership initiated by the
City of Redmond with Habitat for Humanity EKC accounts for
the remaining portion of land: the development of Patterson
Park. Habitat EKC developed 1.3 acres of land for 24 three-story
townhomes for Habitat families. The development of Patterson
Park was implemented in 4 stages: 5 townhomes in Patterson
Park B were completed in 2004; 6 townhomes in Patterson Park
A were completed in 2006; 6 townhomes in Patterson Park C
were completed in January 2008. The final 7 townhomes for
Patterson Park D were completed in early 2009.
